Note: our David Hartzel/Hartsell was b.1805 VA, m.Barbara Nipp 1836 “nr Connersville” in  Fayette Co

The following information is based on extracts from the probate process (1831-1834, Union Co, IN) of the will (1830) of George Hartzel, extracts found in “Court Records of Union Co, IN 1821-1845” (TPb663) by Maurice Holmes.

The court material gives us a reasonable working assumption of the structure of George’s family. It also gives us two provocative tidbits: the inventory of George’s personal property contains “a lot of shoemaker tools”. And a James Alexander is one of the two executors of his will and also receives, along with the widow Susannah, one of the two principal sums in the settlement. These bits seem significant enough to investigate. We have the family story that one of our ancestors was a “one legged shoemaker.” We know that great-gpa David was listed in the 1850 census as a shoemaker, and that he lived in Fayette Co, IN, which borders on Union co, and his oldest son was named James Alexander Hartsell. Possibly a series of coincidences, but interesting enough to warrant some investigation. 

Note: it will be important to find the original court records, including inventory records, execs names, guardianships.

Note: 1830 census IN (see Census records, below) lists James Alexander as the next household to George Hartzel. And he is also George’s son-in-law, having married George’s daughter Catherine in 1827 (see Marriage records, below). 

ToDo: find Union Co, IN death/cem records

ToDo: Look for his widow, Susannah, and any adult children in 1840, 1850. Try Indiana census records: IN St census: 1830, 1835, 1840, 1845, 1850 (see work/search chart: Family... below)

ToDo: search county histories (Union, Franklin, Wayne; review Fayette) for descendants of George and Susannah (including daughters by married name); are there any clues as to where George was born or his parents?

ToDo: do land records in Union, Franklin, Wayne, Fayette give us any clues?

George Hartzel must have died between Oct 1830 (will dated 1830 Oct 15) and Jan 1831 when the first entry appears in the Probate books (1831 Jan, Probate order Bk A, p.134). 

His will (see Complete Record Probate Bk A, p.133, 1831 Mar) was witnessed by 

John Lybrook and by 

Jacob Lybrook. Neither of these men appears again in the probate process, but in the 1830 census IN, Union Co, and the 1840 census IN, Union Co, both a John and a Jacob Lynbrook appear about 5 households from George Hartzel and James Alexander.(see Census records, following). 

In his will, George mentions

Susannah his wife

a daughter Catharine
a youngest child who is a minor

Subsequent entries in Nov 1833 establish guardianship of George’s minor children. 

In Complete Rec Probate Bk B, p.1, 1833 Nov,:


Susannah Hartzel widow of George Hartzel, is appted guardian of



John Hartzel and 



Susannah Hartzel minor heirs of George


John Alexander is appted guardian of 



Adam Hartzel and 



Salina Hartzel also minor heirs of George.

ToDo: check original court records; is this John Alexander, another Alexander, as guardian or James Alexander the executor? Note, however, that there follows a second entry which also lists the guardian as John Alexander. And there were in fact several Alexanders in the area at the time.

ToDo: check 1830 census records for John Alexander.

In a paragraph of commentary to this entry, Holmes’ lists 4 children with their ages; it is not clear from his text how this material is presented in the original document:


George “aged 12 Nov 28 last” [TPest.b.1820 Nov 28]


Susannah “aged 10 Aug 18 last” [TPest.b.1822 Aug 18]


Adam “aged 7 Dec 9 last” [TPest.b.1825 Dec 9]


Salina “aged 5 Mar 20 last” [TPest.b.1827 Mar20]

Holmes also adds, “John, mentioned as the ward of Susannah, may be the same as George aged 12, as a guardian was not listed for him.” He gives no source for his reasoning, although it doesn’t seem much of a leap to imagine a busy clerk entering “John son of George” as “George”.

Also in Nov of 1833 (Probate Order Bk B, p.69, 1833 Nov 12):


Frances Hartzel petitions the court for Susanna Hartzel, mother, to be her guardian.

In that same entry, Holmes repeats the guardianship information (see below) from Complete Rec Probate Bk B, p.12, Nov 1833), without clarifying the relationship between these two processes. Were these separate actions on the same day? Were the other guardianships summarized in Frances’ petition? Or was her petition just not entered in the Complete Rec Bk B? In any event, the data is not identical, since Susannah (jr), mentioned in Complete Bk B, is not mentioned at all in Probate Bk B. And what happened to Susanna, listed as a minor heir in Bk B,p.1 and whose age is given by Holmes as “10 Aug 18 last.”

Based on the above information, I make the assumption that George and Susannah probably had 6 or 7 children (see chart below): 

Catharine, who is listed as an adult in the will, probably 18 or over, but also married, does not, therefore, figure in the guardianship processes (TPest.b.1812). Note below the marriage record of a Catherine Hartzel to James Alexander in 1827.

Frances, who was perhaps 15 when her father died and 17 in 1833, would have been old enough to petition the court, but not old enough to be considered an adult (TPest.b.1815). Marriage record (below) accords with these dates.

John, whose mother was his guardian. 

George “aged 12 Nov 28 last” in Nov 1833, TPest.b.1820 Nov 28, could, through a copying error, be the same as John; the substitution of George for John son of George, would not be unusual. 

Susannah, ward of her mother, “aged 10 Aug 18 last” [TPest.b.1822 Aug 18] in Nov 1833. Marriage record (below) accords with these dates.

Adam, ward of John Alexander, “aged 7 Dec 9 last” [TPest.b.1825 Dec 9] in Nov 1833.  

Salina/Salenes, ward of John Alexander, “aged 5 Mar 20 last” [TPest.b.1827 Mar20] in Nov1833. 

ToDo: Search marriage records for these children. Then search census records.

In 1834 (1834 Feb, Complete record Probate Bk B, p.27 and 1834 Feb, Probate Bk B, p.78):

Abram Moss and 

James Alexander are listed as executors of the will of George Hartzell[sic] and make final settlement. Holmes has not previously named the executors, so it is not clear if this represents a change, or if these two have been executors all along. 

Principal sums of the settlement are received by

Susannah Hartzel and 

James Alexander.

Amounts are not listed and it is not clear if these are the only beneficiaries.

TPquestion: in two entries in Nov 1833 (Probate Order Bk B, p.1 & p.69, 1833 Nov 12) John Alexander is listed as a guardian of two of George’s minor children. Since there are two separate mentions of John, it seems likely that he is a different person from the James Alexander who is an executor and an heir and probably the son-in-law. 

Apparently the Alexander and Hartzel familes had a very close relationship. Just through the marriage of James and Christina? or in other ways also? perhaps through Susannah’s family of origin? or George’s mother’s family? It is also provocative that our grandfather David Hartsel, who lived in 1850 in Waterloo twp, Fayette Co, just on the border of Union co, named his oldest son James Alexander Hartsel. Coincidence?

See “Searching Alexanders” below for relevant census indexes, 1820, 1830, 1840, 1850.

ToDo: find Alexanders in census, records; (see Alexander search below)

Note that the entry of 1839 May (Complete Record Probate Bk C, p.84) also states that Abram Moss and James Alexander make final settlement of the estate of George Hartzel, but does not identify them as executors. 

Note ToDo: follow up

Also in May of 1839 May (Complete Record Probate Bk C, p.92):


Abraham Moss, who has apparently gone security for Susannah Hartzel as guardian, tells the


court that he “has doubts about his safety in remaining any longer her security and is


discharged as such.”


At this point, Susannah files addnl bond with Merrill Davis as her security.

Note that in the Probate Order Bk B, p.253, 1839 May 17, the entry indicates that a Hiram


Moss is listed as guardian of the 3 minor heirs of George Hartzell and asks the


court to be relieved because he doubts “as to his safety as surety of Susannah (mo). Susannah


then files addnl bond w/ “approved security.” Is this a misspelling/miscopy of Abraham or another person?

ToDo: look for Abram/Abraham/Hiram Moss. He seems to figure more than casually in the family history. In Nov 1826 he and George Hartzel are witnesses to the will of John Stanley. (Source: 1826-27, Wills & Inventories, Union Co IN, p.40, will of John Stanley dated 1826 Nov 12, proved 1827 Mar 5). In 1834 Abram Moss is listed as an executor for the will of George Hartzel, and in 1839 he is listed (it is not clear from Holmes’ text) as either guardian of George’s minor heirs or as security bond for their guardianship by their mother Susannah. 

Note that there are no Mosses among the biographies in “Bio and Gen Hist of Wayne, Fayette, Union and Franklin Cos, IN, 1899 (TPb667).

D1) George’s age, b.1788-1792

The earlier date, 1788, is based on the 1830 census (see below). George’s age is given as 40-49. In addition his daughter Catherine (see Catherine), listed as 20-29, was married in 1827; if she were 18 at marriage she would be 21 in 1830. If George were 21 when she was born, which is a likely assumption, he would be 42 in 1830, giving him a birthdate of c.1788. 

The later date, 1792, results from a series of minimum assumptions based on George’s will and probate process. His will dated is 15 Oct 1830 and first appears in probate records January 1831. We can assume he died between Oct 1830 and Jan 1831; I’m assuming Nov-Dec 1830. George names a daughter Catharine as an adult, i.e. at least 18 by Oct 1830 (although now we know she was married and would therefore count as an adult no matter what her age), but probably, then, born in or before 1812. If George was at least 20 when she was born, we can estimate his birth as 1792, giving age at death as 38.

D2) Both of the birth date estimates for George are consistent with an age/b.d. estimate for Susannah of c27 in 1820 and c37 for the 1830 census and at the time of George’s death. These age estimates for her are also consistent with an age of her oldest daughter as 11 in 1820 (she would have been 19 when Catherine was born) and 21 in 1830.

D3) For children of George and Susannah, see family table above and individual children’s tables below. The children’s age estimates used are based on information given in the probate process for George’s will, with Catherine’s age revised upward (see D1). The only problem is that Catharine at 21 in 1830 and Frances/Fanny age 10-14 (or 15, based on probate information) leaves a 6 year gap between them which is likely to indicate something.... It will be interesting to see when we check the 1820 census if there are other children listed in addition to the two girls, indicating some early child deaths.

2) we know that George was in Union Co by Nov 1826; he was witness to the will of John Stanley.

If this is George’s daughter Catherine, it would bear out our guess that she was over 18 at the time of his death, and would also explain the involvement of the Alexanders in George’s affairs. 

It does, however, make less likely the possibility that Alexander was the maiden name of George’s wife Susannah.

Based on probate information, Susannah was probably the 4th of George and Susannah’s children. The probate info gives us an estimated birthdate for her of 1822 Aug 18. This date is consistent with her given age in the 1830 census; 5-9 years old gives a birthdate range of 1820-1825.

It seems likely that it was George and Susannah’s daughter who was the Susannah Hartzel who married George M Davis in Union Co on 30 May 1840 (see below). In addition, the name of George Davis appears several times in George’s probate documents, indicating that he (or his father or other relative) was already known to the family. 

Note that it is possible that this Susannah could be George’s widow, remarrying. However, mother Susannah does appear in the 1830 census (see below) as head of household, so this is very unlikely, especially with a May wedding date. 

Note that I have not been able to find a likely George Davis household in the 1840 census IN.
